3rd FTS Squadron Standards

(DRAFT:  to be incorporated into squadron OI in the future and in bulleted form in IFG)

Before Exterior Inspection

· (CT) one IP can perform the check for both cockpits before turning the battery on

· Let stud perform check with IP’s concurrence after __________ (to be determined)

· FCP performs interior check and RCP performs walkaround

· Each pilot checks own seat

· DO NOT PLACE OBJECTS ON CANOPY GLASS

· Checklists may be placed on rail (right side)

Exterior Check

· Carry checklist during walkaround (don’t have to refer to it step by step)

Cockpit (Interior ) Inspection

· Pre-solo:  verbalize entire checklists (only the response except for challenge and response; i.e. right column on our 3 FTS abbreviated checklist)

· Challenge by exception (FCP “Fire 1”  RCP “Fire 1”;  if no response, then “How about you?”  or “Check yours”  or similar)

· If stuffing a stud, or CT front, may give challenge and response at end of checklist

· Strap in:  “Legs, lap, harness, hips, hose, com, 2 Oh 2, shoulders, chin, visor down.”

· Advise other crewmember that you are performing your lamp test, no need for confirmation

· No challenge and response required for evap blower

Engine Start

· Challenge “Rail Clear”, respond “Clear” to confirm that rail is clear, and ready to perform Engine Start checklist and that IOAT is 93 degrees or less

· Definition of no refueling within 50 feet is no refueling either side

· “Clear, crew chief, fire bottle, ready to start”

Before Taxi

· OBOGS:  “On, normal, normal, good blinker”

· Flight Instruments:  “Checked”

· Stby Att Ind:  “Uncaged and adjusted”

· Speed Brake:  “Lights on” and “Lights out”

· Flight Controls:  transfer aircraft control drill, final response – checked

· Ej Seat Pin:  “One showed and stowed”

· Altimeters:  “29.92 set twice”

· Fire Dector/CWS panel:  “Panel clear”

Taxi Check

· Taxi signal to crewchief:  remove chalks signal

· Brakes:  crewmember taxiing check immediately; other crewmember check when appropriate (e.g. on parallel taxiway);  Transfer aircraft control for brake check

· Taxi check:  “Brakes, checked, needle left/right, ball right/left, increasing/decreasing, heading checks {both altimeters and VSI}”

Overspeed Gov Check

· “Guard Brakes” is signal that you are about to perform check; no response required

Before Takeoff

· May perform all steps except ISS and NWS before requesting or cleared for takeoff

· Again, verbalize pre-solo

· Harness:  AF “Checked”  Navy ?”Locked”

· C/W Lights:  “Panel and Final’s Clear”  (lights by exception)

· No specific wording for ISS, but direct (ask) RCP to move to BOTH; response “Both”

After Takeoff

· “Climbing, good engine, gear clear”  or similar:  “Two positive climbs, climbing away, etc.”

· “Gear Clear” is a mandatory  advisory call; only pre-solo studs must receive confirmation “CLEAR” prior to moving the gear handle

· Verbalize gear and flaps up pre solo

Climb

· OBOGS:  “On, normal, normal, good blinker”

· Passing 18,000, state cabin altitude

Ops Checks

· Post solo, only OBOGS:  “On, normal, normal, good blinker”

Prestall/spin/acro

· Post solo, only challenge and response “Strapped and stowed”

Descent Check

· “Good heading and attitude, 29.92 set twice”

Before Landing

· Lower gear and flaps simultaneously (abeam landing zone or at appropriate time on straight-in or instrument approach)

· Before lowering gear, verbalize “Gear clear”; confirmation required pre-solo

· Gear down checks:  “Three green, flaps T/O (Landing/up intentionally), confirm”; response: “Confirm”

· Need not confirm prior to coming off of perch, but must prior to radio call

After Landing

· Solo students pull forward onto cross taxiway sufficiently to allow other aircraft to follow (not onto parallel!) and stop to perform checks

· No specific wording for ISS, but direct (ask) RCP to move to SOLO; response “Solo”

· Install seat pins:  “One pin in” or “pin in”

Engine Shutdown

· Challenge and response required:  “Pin in, caged and locked, OBOGS off”

· Then prior to opening canopy:  “Loose items stowed, rail clear”  same response
