Challenge and Response Phraseology for the Summarized Checklist

Preface:  Written 03 MAR 02 based on official summarized checklist current as of 13 JUN 01.  Most of the wording is the official phraseology.  Some of it is up to you to determine exactly what you want to say.  The main point is to ensure the challenge and response items are actually accomplished.  Reference 3FTS TEXAN II FLYING STANDARDS for additional guidance.  

Note 1:  “Cockpit” items 3-11 are completed prior to application of battery power during the Before Exterior inspection.

“Pin, Pin, Off, Normal, Normal, Gear Handle Down”  covers the critical Before Exterior check items as well as the challenge and response items for 3-11 of the cockpit inspection.

Note 2:  If your instructor does not respond to your challenge, ask, “How about you, sir?”

Cockpit (All Flights)

1.  Strap in.... Complete

“Legs, Lap, Harness, Hips, Hose, Com, Two O2, Shoulders, Chin, Visor Down”

-  As technique, it helps to include the number for all items that have more than one connection, such as “two legs, three harness,” etc.

18.  Lamp Test Switch CHECK*
Let the IP know you are checking the lamps by saying something like, “checking my lamps.”  If they check, say something like, “Lamps check good in the front.”

21.  Fire system TEST (FIRE 1/2)*

Preface this with something like, “checking fire lights.”

If Fire 1 checks, say “Fire 1.”  Cancel the Master Warning annunciator, then check Fire 2.  The challenge for Fire 2 is “Fire 2.”

24.  Trim disconnect...NORM* 


“Trim disconnect norm”

39.  Generator.... OFF*

“Generator off”

47.  Evap blower.... A/R*

“Evaporator blower low [high]”

Engine Start (Auto)

Prior to step 1:


“IOAT less than 93, loose items stowed, rail clear?”

Prior to step 7:


“Sir, I have a crew chief, fire bottle, no refueling, clear in the front, ready to start?”

Before Taxi

3.  OBOGS....Check*

“On, normal, normal, good blinker”

5.  Flight Instruments...Check*

“Two full bright and checked”

- At a minimum, you are putting the EADI and EHSI to full bright with the dimmer switch, and you are checking pitch, roll, heading, VSI = 0, and no warning flags except the standby ADI.

7.  Stby Att Ind Uncage and set*

“Uncaged and adjusted”

10.  Speed Brake.... Check*

When you extend the speed brake and get the light, “Light’s on.”

When you lower the flaps and the speed brake retracts, “Light’s out.”

12.  Flight Controls.....Check*

Prior to moving them, ask, “Knees and feet clear?”


Check them and say something like, “Flight controls checked in the front.”


Give the IP the aircraft to let him check his controls, “Sir, you have the aircraft.”

15.  Ej Seat Pin Remove/Stow*

Show it to the crew chief.  “One showed and stowed.”

17.  Altimeters....Set*

“#### set twice”

19.  Fire detector/CWS. Check*

“Panel clear”

TAXI

1.  Brakes.... Check*

“Brakes checked”

3.  Hdg/Turn&Slip. Proper Ind*

“Needles right [left], balls left [right], increasing [decreasing]”


- The increasing/decreasing is for your EHSI and standby compass.

Give the IP the aircraft to check his brakes once out of the parking area.

OVERSPEED GOV CHECK

1.  Brakes.... HOLD

“Guard the brakes.”

BEFORE TAKEOFF

11.  C/W Lights....Check*

“Panel Clear.  Final’s Clear.”


-The latter is to confirm that final approach is clear prior to taxiing onto the runway.

14.  ISS....Both


“ISS both?”

AFTER TAKEOFF

Prior to raising gear or flaps, “2 positive, good engine, gear clear?”

After gear and flaps are up, say something like, “Gear up, flaps up, below 150.”

CLIMB

1.  OBOGS....Check*

“On, normal, normal, good blinker”

3.  Pressurization....Check


“Cabin altitude is ####”

OPERATIONS CHECK

4.  OBOGS....Check*

“On, normal, normal, good blinker”

PRESTALL/SPIN/ACRO

1.  Cockpits....Secured*

2.  Harness....A/R*

Say something like, “Loose items stowed and harness checked in the front.”

DESCENT

1.  Hdg/att system....Check*

Say something like, “Heading and attitude checked”

2.  Altimeters....Set*


“#### set twice”

BEFORE LANDING

Prior to gear extension, “Below 150, gear clear?”

1.  Gear....Down*

“Down, 3 green, up intentionally [takeoff] [landing], confirm?”


- “Down” refers to the gear handle position.

AFTER LANDING

1.  ISS....SOLO


“ISS solo?”

2.  Seat Pins....A/R


“One pin in”

ENGINE SHUTDOWN

4.  Seat Pins....Installed*

5.  Stby Att Ind....Cage*

9.  OBOGS....Off*

“Pin in, caged and locked, OBOG’s off, loose items stowed, rail clear?”
