NOTAMS





NOTAM - A notice containing information which is of either a temporary nature or not sufficiently known in advance to permit publication on aeronautical charts or in other operational publications concerning the establishment, condition or change in a facility, service or procedure the timely knowledge of which is essential for safe flight operations.


Military NOTAM System 


( North American Summary (NAMSUM - from NOTAM board or destination Base Ops) - Check both 24-hour group and hourly updates for all three types.


- General Special NOTAMs (always encircled with ‘X’s ) - Information on long-range, air, or ground-air traffic control frequencies or long-range nav-aids that cannot be identified with a specific base or ARTCC.  Also, information so broad that it may apply to every aircrew (e.g. changes to FLIP or changes in ARTCC boundaries).


- Special Notices and Enroute Special Notices (listed by ARTCC) - Information of limited geographical scope affecting flight operations or navigation (e.g. interruptions in service of nav-aid, MEA change, or activation of special use airspace).


- Base and Facility NOTAMs (listed by State) - Notices affecting any installation owned, leased, operated, occupied, or jointly occupied by a DOD unit or organization where flying of DOD aircraft is conducted that describes changes in its operating conditions that affect flight operations (e.g. airport closures, interrruptions in service of an approach or nav-aid, changes in approach or runway lighting, barriers, fuels, or O2).


( Airman Advisory (AIRADS - from destination Base Ops, PTD, or air traffic facilities) - Notice normally given only local dissemination or during preflight or inflight briefings covering information other than that essential to IFR navigation or landing operations.


Civilian NOTAM System


( D Series (from any FSS or NOTAM board - check IFR Supplement for coverage) - NOTAMs given distant dissemination over the Flight Service Station (FSS) Service A network.  These contain information essential to IFR terminal or landing operations and will be available until cancelled or included in the NTAP or published.


( L Series (only from servicing FSS) - NOTAMs, similar to military AIRADs, normally given only local dissemination by voice and telephone.  These contain information that will not usually affect your ability to use a field but contain important information like taxiway closures, VASI outages, or personnel and equipment near or crossing runways.


( FDC (from any FSS within 400 miles of facility) - Regulatory NOTAMs issued by the National Flight Data Center only once and kept on file at FSS within 400 miles until cancelled.  FDC NOTAMs reflect new or temporary changes to Standard Instrument Approach Procedures, flight restrictions, and aeronautical charts that are not in the NTAP.


( Notices to Airmen Publication (NTAP - normally on NOTAM board in Base Ops or at any FSS) - Booklet published biweekly by the FAA to reduce congestion on the Service A network that contains current Flight Data Center (FDC) and D Series NOTAMs (information printed in this publication is not included on the Service A network).
